Washing winter grime off your car in cold
weather can leave you with a set of frozen
locks if you park your car out of doors.

Hints from the Model Gara
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Avoid the problem by taping over the locks
with masking or adhesive tape—and be sure
not to forget that trunk lock.
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Keep forgetting to push the choke knob
back after the engine warms up? A warn-
ing light is an ideal answer. It can be made
from a low-cost clamp-on running lamp
and a mercury switch. Wire the lamp and
switch in series to the accessory terminal of
the ignition switch. Make a shade for the
bulb by taping a white card into a cone,
with red cellophane covering a hole.
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To prevent kinks from forming at sharp
bends in radiator or heater hoses, place a
worm-drive type of hose clamp at the mid-
dle of the bend. Tightening the clamp un-
til it grips firmly will force the hose into a
correct cross section and permit the full
flow of coolant. In addition, the hose is less
likely to leak when there are no kinks in
it to weaken the rubber.
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
